
The author was prompted into writing this book after 

completing a doctoral study on gender differences in 

learning languages.  The focus is very much on motivating 

boys to stick with languages but the strategies described 

would be very suitable for any student not quite convinced 

of the benefits of learning a second language. 

The book is divided by skill (listening, reading, writing and 

speaking), has multi-lingual examples and gives advice on 

ways to engage parents, use learning styles etc to improve 

motivation.
